When you volunteer 

to help someone else we 

sometimes forget how much 

we ourselves are served. Dur-

ing our Agape Blitz, we partici-

pated in five service projects 

around town.   

We had 80 people working out 

at Dignity village (located off ) 

building new structures for 

them. They took down 15 

homes and built 15 new homes 

with siding. Dignity village 

home owners worked side by 

side with members of the fire 

commissioners menõs group as 

well as some of our congrega-

tion along with members from 

our supporting church Park 

Plaza from Tulsa Ok.  

Another group went to 

Yolanda abuse shelter for 

women and children. They 

painted and helped put to-

gether school back -packs for 

children who come with noth-

ing to go to school with. This is 

a year round need. Not just at 

the beginning of the school 

year.  

Catholic Christian Charities 

was the third group. This or-

ganization buys furniture at 

garage sales and gives it away 

for those who were homeless 

or lost homes from disasters 

and trying to furnish apart-

ments. So we had some people 

go and help them by going to 

garage sales and helping them 

to find good deals on some 

furniture.  

Saturday was also the day that 

the Portland public schools 

choice to do the day of fixing 

up around their schools. We 

had the chance to help the 

school we worship in, to be 

spruced up. Some members 

worked outside in the gardens 

while others painted and 

cleaned inside the school.  

The last project was at the 

Anawim Christian services. 

This is a home that takes in 

homeless and also try to feed 

other homeless people during 

weekly meetings. They had 

some deep cleaning that 

to God was illuminated. We 

were so very encouraged by 

our brothers and sisters who 

came from Park Plaza in 

Tulsa Ok.
